Call To Order
Co-chair Bob DeBruin called the meeting to order.

Minutes
The minutes of the March 14, 2007 meeting were emailed previously to the committee.  The minutes were MOVED, SECONDED AND CARRIED.
Treasurer’s Report
The Treasurer’s Report for March was approved as presented. The CICC treasury balance as of 3/31/07 was $2,857.32.   

OLD Business  

· Due to the small number of attendees, the vote on the admission of ASA was again tabled.  It will be discussed and a vote taken as part of the general business discussed at the May meeting.   

NEW BUSINESS

· Gary Warren, MAC Interim Director of Airport Development, reviewed past, present and possible future work at the airport.
· The work completed in the past several years began as the 2010 Plan, authorized by Governor Carlson and the legislature in 1998 with completion by 2010.  The program was valued at $3.2 billion.
· Projects completed have included additional parking ramps, the inclusion of storm water ponds for run off, creating new space and moving existing tenants, runway reconstruction, noise insulation of homes and buildings in the area, the addition of the light rail, upgrading the Humphrey Terminal, and balancing gate capacity with runway capacity through the addition of a new runway.
· The MAC oversees not only the Lindbergh and Humphrey Terminals but also several metro area regional airports – Airlake, Anoka, Crystal, Flying Cloud, Lake Elmo and St. Paul Downtown.  A project currently underway at the St. Paul Downtown field (Holman Field) is the addition of a nine-foot tall deployable floodwall.  Scheduled to be done by spring of 2009, bids on the project will be let in July.
· A tentative plan, the 2020 Plan, has been outlined and would include expansion of the Humphrey Terminal and possible rearranging of the airlines flying through the Lindbergh Terminal.
