· Guests Bob DeGroot (ACEC), Tom Murphy (AGC) and John Strachota (AIA) reviewed the status of pending legislation pertinent to the construction industry, including procurement reform, the licensing of interior designers, design-build, design-build in schools, acoustics in schools, and the privatization of work currently performed by public employees.  The second committee deadline passed on April 12, which means some bills will not be considered this session.  Reverse auction has not disappeared but is not at the forefront of discussions.  The $945 million bonding bill was signed by the Governor on Monday, April 11.  There continues to be strong support by CICC member organizations for long-term transportation funding.
