Call To Order
Co-chair Rosemary McMonigal called the meeting to order.

The minutes of the March 12, 2008 meeting were emailed previously to the committee.  The minutes were MOVED, SECONDED AND CARRIED.
Treasurer’s Report
The Treasurer’s Report for March was approved as presented. The CICC treasury balance as of 3/31/08 was $6,829.51.

NEW BUSINESS

· Jane Leonard, executive director of the 17-member Minnesota Sesquicentennial Commission, outlined some of the 400+ events that will be held around the state, particularly between early May and early September.
· The official anniversary of statehood is May 11.  Although some events will be held prior to May 11 and throughout the summer, the primary celebrations will be May 11-18.
· Private and corporate donations and funds approved by the legislature will only total approximately $2 million.
· Beginning last fall, applications were accepted for grant money to be used for a variety of projects.  With 100 grants available, the goal is to have at least one project per county.  The amounts granted and the types of projects being funded vary.  The categories of applications are (1) projects/celebrations that are one-time events, created to recognize the sesquicentennial and (2) more long-term, permanent projects.  Part of the application process is the ability of the requesting community or organization to show they will be able to match any grant funds received.  To date, $270,000 has been awarded, matches from communities total $652,000, and $400,000 in in-kind and donated services has been received.
· A variety of items have been commissioned to enhance the visibility of the celebration:
· Three versions of a commemorative medallion have been created.
· Commemorative flags have been given to the National Guard for disbursement to Minnesota units serving overseas.
· On May 17, a 42 cent stamp will become available.  The graphic on the stamp depicts the Mississippi River in the area around Winona.  
· At 67 entry points to the state, signs with the sesquicentennial logo have been erected.  
· A cookbook has been created with recipes from every county, to be sold at the State Fair.  Proceeds from the cookbook will go to the restoration fund for the State Capitol.
· A permanent mosaic will be created on the side of the Food Building at the State Fair.
· Five cities (Thief River Falls, Detroit Lakes, Bemidji, New Ulm, and Winona), each representing a different region within the state (based on natural resources and landscape), have been named Capitals for a Day for May 12-16. 
· An historic copy of the Declaration of Independence (one of only 25 in existence) will be on display at the History Center.
· On May 4, a wagon train of approximately 20 wagons and 100 horses will leave Cannon Falls, ending at the Capitol on Sunday, May 11.  The Capitol will be open and the rotunda will be lit (which it rarely is) as part of the official kickoff.
· On July 1, an ox cart will leave St. Vincent (located in Kittson County, in the far northwestern corner of the state)  and 40 days later, on the first day of the State Fair, will arrive at the Fair.  This recreates an ox cart journey taken as part of the state’s centennial celebration in 1958.
· Information about events, grants, merchandise, making a donation, etc. is available at www.mn150years.org.
· Wally Neal reported that both hits and registrations on the Blue Book Web site have increased in the past few months; he will continue to monitor.
· AGC’s representation on the committee has decreased, particularly due to the retirements of Tom Sackett and Ed Curtiss.  Dave Semerad is pursuing replacements.  Jamie Engelsma, Kraus-Anderson, will be joining the committee as an AGC representative.
