Call To Order
Co-chair Rosemary McMonigal called the meeting to order.

Minutes
The minutes of the January 9, 2008 meeting were emailed previously to the committee.  The minutes were MOVED, SECONDED AND CARRIED.
Treasurer’s Report
The Treasurer’s Report for January was approved as presented. The CICC treasury balance as of 1/31/08 was $6,151.38.

· None
NEW BUSINESS

· Wally Neal reported that he is replying to recent contacts made through The Blue Book’s Web site.  One of those contacts was Mike Spence, an architect who has recently joined Kraus-Anderson.  Mike is very interested in the work of CICC and uses The Blue Book as a working reference.  Denise raised the subject that AGC is short two representatives on the committee due to the retirements of Tom Sackett and Ed Curtiss.  She has discussed this with Dave Semerad and will do so again.  As an architect, Mike might not be an appropriate AGC representative but perhaps someone else at KA (or another company) might be.
· Since this was the second day of the legislative session, Kathy Hahne and Tom Murphy updated the committee on possible issues and areas of focus in this session.
· Licensure for interior designers will be opposed by AIA.
· There will be a strong focus on climate/energy conservation or change bills, perhaps incorporating tax credits or some other form of incentive.
· With so many other priorities, health care may not be addressed and, if it is, it’s unclear to what extent.  Something may come out of the session in the form of a constitutional amendment.
· The Legacy Act will also likely be presented as a constitutional amendment.  This is an endorsement by groups representing outdoor enthusiasts, the arts, parks, and water quality for a 3/8% increase in the sales tax, with funds being used to support these various areas.

· Kathy mentioned an Executive Order that was signed by Governor Pawlenty in early February that outlines requirements for verifying the immigration status of workers.  The Order is directed at companies involved in state projects valued at $50,000 or more.
· Due to issues raised after the bidding process used for the 35W bridge, AGC is working on potential changes/clarifications to the format of Design-Build. 

· This is a bonding year.  The current proposal set forth by the Governor is for approximately $965 million, which includes funding for local roads and bridges (not State Trunk Highways) as well as funding for U of M and MNSCU projects.  It’s likely that the legislature will remove the local road and bridge funding from the bonding bill and move those needs to a transportation bill.

· A transportation bill from the legislature will likely include a gas tax increase (perhaps 7.5 cents), vehicle license tab fee adjustments, and an increase in the metro sales tax, as well as funds for State Trunk Highways and transit.
· The Governor is standing by his position of no new taxes, which would set up the need for a veto override, possibly the best solution for both sides.
· At the end of the meeting, there was a brief discussion about AGC’s ConsensusDOCS and AIA’s documents and the potential impact of two separate sets of documents.  It was decided this should be discussed again at a future meeting, once the future of ConsensusDOCS is clearer.  Attached is an article re: ConsensusDOCS from Wally.
