· Joe Weis mentioned that on a national level ASA is consistently involved in litigation to protect and advance the interests of the construction industry

· After discussion, a motion was made, seconded and carried to vote on ASA’s membership in CICC at the March meeting

NEW BUSINESS

· Joe Weis and Paul Hansen (Minnesota Dept. of Economic Development) discussed their October 2006 trip to the United Arab Emirates (UAE), which was a British possession until the early 1970s.
· The rulers of the UAE are looking ahead to industry diversification beyond oil and gas.
· A massive amount of industry expansion and construction is already underway and planned for the future, including professionally-designed golf courses, medical facilities, shopping complexes, and increased shipping capabilities.

· A number of luxury residential, hotel and business complexes have been planned.

· There is already strong representation in projects by European companies but US companies are welcomed.  All foreign interests must have a local “sponsor.” 

· Paul Hansen will be leading another trip to the UAE in the fall of 2007.
