Call To Order

· Ed raised a question re: bringing guests to meetings if the topic would be of interest to a larger audience.  Joe voiced concerns about how the guests’ meals would be paid for, if there should be policies on where the guests were from (other employees of CICC member companies or third parties), and how often guests should be invited.    Ken proposed a limit of two guests per year, per committee member.  Dean recommended the discussion be tabled pending the availability of additional information re: the contracted amounts to Town & Country Club and how meals are currently billed to member organizations.  He also recommended the entire committee be given an opportunity to voice opinions/concerns.  Denise will clarify the financial information and send it to the entire committee with the email for the March meeting.  The discussion will be continued at the March meeting.

· Joe requested an updated directory of organization representatives, which Denise will send to the committee with March meeting information.  Joe will also research the intended makeup of the committee and the number of representatives from each organization.

· The following were discussed as future topics and schedule changes:

March – A presentation offering the pros and cons of eminent domain was proposed by Joe.  He will schedule the speakers.

April – Dan McElroy has been confirmed to present on the Drive to Excellence program instituted by Governor Pawlenty.

May – The Building Information Modeling presentation, originally scheduled for March, was moved to May.  Ken will arrange for an architect to speak and Denise has been in contact with Mortenson for the contractor’s perspective.

· Joe suggested a possible future presentation on the expansion of Design-Build to cities and public works, should it be raised in the next legislative session.

· Blair Tremere, Director of Community Development for the Metropolitan Council, updated the committee on the current and future development trends of the 7-county area, including population forecasts, commuter travel, housing, and industrial and commercial space.  National trends being mirrored locally are: outward and upward growth, increased population diversity, and the aging and replacement of housing units and commercial areas
