Call To Order

Minutes

The Treasurer’s Report was approved as presented. The CICC treasury balance as of 1/31/05 was $5,898.47. 

OLD Business  

· The process of updating the Blue Book continued.  Ron Rasley clarified as part of Chapter 1 that project documents (excluding minor correspondence) should be kept for 12 years.  He also distributed a copy of the Minnesota statute re: actions for damages based on services or construction to improve real property (§541.051).  The proposed changes to Chapters 2 and 4 were reviewed.  Based on committee comments, Terry Ryan and Mike McGowan will finalize their chapters.  The committee is scheduled to finalize revisions in March, in preparation for an initial draft.  It was agreed that electronic copies of the final product will need to be kept at multiple locations for safety, with one location (probably AGC) being considered the master copy; all future revisions would be made using the master copy.
