NEW BUSINESS

· Joe reminded the group that labor contracts are up May 1; initial meetings have already been held and negotiations will begin in March.
· Denise notified the committee that Tom Sackett has retired from Kraus-Anderson.  He will continue as a representative to the Designer Selection Board and Dave Semerad will arrange for a new representative to CICC.
· CICC has been contacted by Ryan Miner (Fabyanske law firm) re: the possibility of adding a representative from ASA (American Subcontractors Association) to the committee.  Ryan is the current vice president of ASA.  There was some discussion and a motion was made and seconded to consider the proposal again after additional information is presented.  Denise will contact Ryan re: having someone from ASA present to the committee at the February meeting on 1) who the ASA representative would be (according to the CICC by-laws it should be someone from a subcontractor company, not a professional services firm); 2) ASA’s activities nationally and in Minnesota; 3) how ASA would contribute to CICC.  The committee would also want to see a list of ASA members.
· Tom Joachim, assistant commissioner at the Department of Labor and Industry (DOLI), discussed the role of the Construction Codes and Licensing Division (CCLD).  The areas of responsibility for this division were reorganized under the Drive to Excellence program.  Five unconnected agencies were consolidated to create the CCLD.  The DOLI was also given authority for the state fire code.
· Enforcement tools of the CCLD are based on the best practices of the five original units.  The main enforcement tools are:
· Notices of violation
· Stop orders
· Licensing orders
· Administrative orders
· A Construction Codes Advisory Council will be reactivated after having been disbanded a few years ago.
· Several code and rule changes have either been adopted or are under consideration.  The first to become effective, on January 29, involves elevators and escalators.  
· At the conclusion of the meeting, Wally passed out a list of future matters to be reviewed for eventual discussion.  (copy attached)
