Call To Order

NEW BUSINESS

· There was a moment of silence in memory of Terry Ryan, who passed away very suddenly on July 3.  Denise has talked with Tom Getzke and David Fritz and they will approach a joint member of the St. Paul and Minneapolis Builders Exchanges about filling Terry’s place on the committee.
· Allan Johnson (Associate Vice Chancellor for Facilities) and Bill Breyfogle (Director) from MnSCU updated the committee on the current size and scope of MnSCU , the amount of funding procured under the 2006 bonding bill, how construction and repair projects are processed, and the four components of Facilities Management – Real Property Management, Facilities Planning, Design and Construction, and Operations.

· A total request was made under the 2006 bonding bill for $280.4 million; the final amount awarded was $191.4 million, with $50.3 coming from the schools and $141.1 million from the state.  All proposed projects received funding, although not all were funded at 100% of what was requested.  Planning is underway for the 2008 session.

· Each campus and school president is responsible for development and execution of construction projects.  Plans are approved by the system’s chancellor and the Board of Trustees based on capital budget guidelines, project priorities, scope and cost; semi-annual reports are made to the Board.  Projects presented to the Legislature for approval as part of the bonding bill are at the pre-design and cost estimate stage.  

· The majority of projects are completed using the Design-Bid-Build project delivery method.  By statute, the state Designer Selection Board is involved in the architect-engineer selection process for projects over $2 million.  A Commercial “Owner’s Representative” is hired by the individual schools for most projects.
