Call To Order
Co-chair Tom Sackett called the meeting to order.

Minutes
The minutes of the June 8, 2005 meeting were emailed previously to the committee.  The minutes were MOVED, SECONDED AND CARRIED.
Treasurer’s Report
The Treasurer’s Report was approved as presented. The CICC treasury balance as of 6/30/05 was $5,822.03. The committee asked which association had paid dues in June. 

OLD Business  

Discussion of revisions and finalization of the Blue Book continued.  
· Chapter 1 – Needs final edit only by Wally and Brad Neal.
· Chapter 2 – Joe Weis had said the 2.2 deadlines have to be realistic, Ken Stone reminded the committee. Average buildings changed to 2 weeks, 3 weeks and 4 weeks respectively. Complex buildings changed to 3 weeks, 4 weeks and 5 weeks respectively. Dean will review and may rewrite the final paragraph. 
· Chapter 3 – Cliff Dunham and Mark Adamson will have changes for 3.7.1.
· Chapter 4 – Ron Rasley had changes that were passed to Wally and Brad Neal. There may also be minor changes and style issues in 4.6.  Also, Wally asked whether 4.6 should have similar protections for subs and suppliers.
· Chapter 5 – This chapter still needs work. Guidelines needed for Architect’s Insurance formatting and any required AIA Owner-Architect agreement reference.  In 5.11, Article 11.3.2 (Boiler and Machinery insurance) conflicts with 6.3.2.  Tom Sackett will rewrite 11.3.2 to fix. Chapter 5 was tabled for the next meeting, pending review by Tom Sackett and Rosemary McMonigal.
· Chapter 6 – According to Brad Neal the supplementary conditions in 6.2 will be reformatted differently. Section 6.3.4 refers to Sewer Access Charges (SAC) and Water Access Charges (WAC). SAC charges cannot be paid by contractors, but by the public entity/owner. Minor spelling and spacing issues in 6.6.1 and 6.6.2. Section 6.8 Recycling.  The 1998 edition recommended specifications and cost-benefit analyses were in the Appendix.  This 13-tear-old information needs rewriting, should be at the end of this chapter.  Gaylen Melby will look at. 
· Chapter 7 – Recommendation by Wally Neal not to include Chapter 7 (AGC contract documents). Ron Rasley and Tom Sackett disagreed. Chapter 7 will be included and they will prepare a list of the most commonly used AIA and AGC forms CICC recommends. The following statement should be included: “Check with the issuing agency (AGC or AIA) to confirm the current version of a form.”
· Chapter 8 – will include CICC’s two Special Reports: Reverse Auction Bidding and Project Labor Agreements – Dave Semerad to review.
· Appendix II – will have the AIA Documents Synopses by Series – the most current version.

NEW BUSINESS

· Discussion to amend the $2,500 or $3,000 limit for Wally’s work on the Blue Book. After discussion Gaylen made the motion to pay Wally and Brad Neal up to a total of $5,000 for the completion of the Blue Book. The motion was carried. The current state of the treasury will determine if the total amount will be paid entirely in 2005, or a portion carried to 2006. Dean McCarty and/or Ron Rasley will do the final walk through of the Blue Book.
