Call To Order

The Treasurer’s Report for May was approved as presented. The CICC treasury balance as of 5/31/08 was $6,612.22.   

OLD Business  

· None

NEW BUSINESS

· Tom Hanson, Commissioner of Finance, reviewed some of the results of the biennium budget process from this past session.

· The majority of revenue (75%) that is covered by the budget is raised through income taxes, corporate taxes and sales taxes.  Expenses are primarily (75%) in the areas of education and health/human services.

· At the beginning of the next biennium, the state will have an estimated budget deficit of $940 million, which will grow to almost $2 billion due to inflation.

· Other factors impacting the next budget will be increased energy prices, decreased consumer spending, the housing situation, and liquidity/credit instability.

· Highlights of the past session included a 3.9% property tax cap for 2009, 2010, and 2011 covering both residential and commercial property and the passage of the bonding bill. While the transportation bill veto override was not a positive result for the Governor, it aided the transportation and construction industries.

· Bill Hoffman, Outreach Coordinator for the Governor’s Office, looked at the successes of the recent session and the likely areas of focus in the next session.

· Successes included federal tax conformity, a review of the worker’s compensation system, and the establishment of an early intervention program to help those facing the mortgage crisis, rather than state intervention into what are private contracts.

· The continuing goal of the administration is maintaining and increasing Minnesota’s competitiveness in the areas of education, workforce readiness, and taxes.

· A 21st Century Tax Reform Commission has been created to begin reviewing current and future tax resources and expenditures and the state’s job climate.  (see attached press release)

· Equality in education across the state, possibly including a reward and/or recognition program for teachers, will also be a priority during the next session.
