Call To Order
Co-chair Mike McGowan called the meeting to order.

Minutes
The minutes of the May 9, 2007 meeting were emailed previously to the committee.  The minutes were MOVED, SECONDED AND CARRIED.
Treasurer’s Report
The Treasurer’s Report for May was approved as presented. The CICC treasury balance as of 5/31/07 was $2,319.82.   

OLD Business  

· The results of the voting re: the recommendation that ASA not be invited to join CICC were announced.  There were 14 votes in agreement with the recommendation and 2 votes in disagreement.  Denise has informed Ryan Miner of the decision and invited ASA to contact CICC in the future should a topic or issue arise that would be of interest to both organizations.
NEW BUSINESS

· Tom Murphy and Tim Worke, AGC, outlined some of the results of the recent legislative session.
· The #1 priority of the Democrats was to end the session on time, regardless of the outcome.
· The Governor’s proposal for transportation funding was $1.7 billion over 10 years, to be financed through bonding not taxes.  The compromise reached by the conference committee was for $700 million and included taxes, including a gas tax.  This was vetoed by the Governor and there were not enough votes to override the veto.
· The Best Value procurement legislation was passed as part of the state government finance bill.  Best and Final Offer legislation also passed.  (The language of this legislation and a white paper on Best Value, written by Dean Thomson of the Fabyanske firm, are attached.)
· Funding for a construction management program at Mankato and Moorhead was vetoed.
· A sales tax on aggregate was also vetoed.
· The session resumes in mid-February but it is doubtful there will be an override of any of the vetoes.
· Wally briefly reviewed some of the items he would like the committee to discuss, including new AIA documents, the impact on the Blue Book of these new documents, the news release policy, etc.  These subjects will be discussed in September.
· It was decided to cancel meetings in both July and August due to low attendance during the summer months and the lack of pre-arranged speakers.
