Call To Order
Co-chair Bob DeBruin called the meeting to order.

Minutes
The minutes of the May 10, 2006 meeting were emailed previously to the committee.  The minutes were MOVED, SECONDED AND CARRIED.
Treasurer’s Report
The Treasurer’s Report for May was approved as presented. The CICC treasury balance as of 5/31/06 was $3,309.57.  Meal invoices for the first six months of the year will be sent shortly, which will lead to income on the June report.  There was discussion about an invoice from Wally Neal for $787.62, covering the creation and distribution of two press releases, time spent updating the media list, and expenses for postage and supplies.  It was decided (1) the invoice was approved for payment; (2) the flat rate for press releases would be raised from $225 to $300; and (3) in the future, the committee will decide on a case-by-case basis whether or not a press release should be prepared and sent re: a specific topic and/or speaker.  Wally was asked to distribute to the committee by email a copy of the media list for input by committee members.  Committee members are also asked to let Wally know whenever they see mention of CICC business in industry publications.

OLD Business  

· Discussion of guests at meetings (tabled to June) – The discussion focused on whether or not guests (not invited speakers) should be brought to presentations, if there should be a limit on how often guests are invited, and how guests’ meals would be paid for.  After discussion, it was agreed that guests would be welcome at any time at the discretion of each committee member/organization, without a limit on the number of times someone brings guests, and that payment for the guests’ meals would be the responsibility of the “sponsoring” organization, not CICC as a whole.  Denise will coordinate this with the accountant.
NEW BUSINESS

· Distribution of additional Blue Books – not discussed

· Future topics and speakers – Several topics of interest were discussed; the tentative schedule is:

· July – Tom Sackett will contact Bill Breyfogle (MnSCU).  If he is not available, Joe will contact someone from Administration.  In either case, the topic will be projects within that department supported through the latest bonding bill.

· August – no meeting

· September – A continuing discussion of the bonding bill, presented by the University.

· October – Either MnSCU or Administration, whichever doesn’t present in July.

· November – Rosemary McMonigal will contact Nancy Stark (CAP Board) to present on proposed projects, including the Capitol architectural updates.

· December – holiday lunch

· January – Kent Warden will contact Tom Joachim (Construction Codes and Licensing Division at the Department of Labor & Industry). 

· A presentation on the MVST constitutional amendment was discussed; it was decided that through presentations made by Tim Worke and Dave Semerad to various industry groups many of the committee members are already familiar with the topic.  A motion was made (Joe) and seconded (Kent) to approve officially adding the Construction Industry Cooperative Committee of Minnesota to the list of organizations supporting the amendment.  The motion was approved, pending clarification of the support of AIA.  Bob DeBruin will confirm AIA’s support.
