Call To Order
Co-chair Rosemary McMonigal called the meeting to order.

Minutes
The minutes of the January 14, 2009 meeting were emailed previously to the committee.  The minutes were MOVED, SECONDED AND CARRIED.
Treasurer’s Report
The Treasurer’s Report for February was approved as presented. The CICC treasury balance as of 2/28/09 was $5,644.69.   

OLD Business  

· Topics and speakers for May and July are set.  Ideas for September and November can be sent to either Rosemary or Denise for discussion at a future meeting.
NEW BUSINESS

· Wally Neal brought up the potential issue of references to AIA documents vs. ConsensusDOCS in the Blue Book.  It was agreed to take a wait and see approach, as ConsensusDOCS may not become widely enough used to warrant making changes to the Book. 

· Wally presented current contact numbers for the Blue Book website.  In almost a year, there have been 46 new registrations, including some from outside the US.  There have been 339 hits, including 150 first-time visitors.  He will continue to monitor the site’s registrations, hits, and feedback.

· David Dimond (Perkins+Will) presented an overview of the LEED building certification process as well as some case studies that illustrated various aspects of the process.
· There are currently 26 certified buildings in Minnesota, and slightly more than 69,000 professionals have received LEED certification through the US Green Building Council.
· The basic tenets of LEED/Sustainable Design/Regenerative Design are an awareness of social, economic, and environmental responsibilities.  Life cycle costs are weighted more heavily than up-front costs.
· The process for developing LEED projects differs from the traditional model in that it utilizes an integrated design team of owner, architect, engineer, general contractor, specialty contractors, etc. from the very beginning of the project.

· LEED projects are eligible for four levels of recognition – Certified, Silver, Gold, and Platinum, based on the number of points awarded in a variety of categories and subcategories.  The primary categories are: Site Planning, Water Management, Energy/Atmosphere/Climate, Indoor Environment, and Materials Used/Recycling.

· The Wilder Center (University and Lexington, St. Paul), the Great River Energy headquarters building (Maple Grove) and a current project of Perkins+Will’s in Sri Lanka, the Embassy Medical Center, were cited as examples of recent structures that have incorporated varying degrees of the LEED certification process.  Dave talked about how obstacles to some of the LEED requirements were overcome on each of these projects.
