Call To Order
Co-chair Mike McGowan called the meeting to order.

Minutes
The minutes of the February 14, 2007 meeting were emailed previously to the committee.  The minutes were MOVED, SECONDED AND CARRIED.
Treasurer’s Report
The Treasurer’s Report for February was approved as presented. The CICC treasury balance as of 2/28/07 was $3,123.39.   

OLD Business  

· Due to the small number of attendees, the vote on the admission of ASA was tabled to April.  
· Denise read the following language received from Wally Neal re: the original makeup of the committee members.
· “It is noted that only practicing professionals in the various categories will be qualified for appointment.  No salaried association secretaries or persons of similar capacity will be acceptable.  It is the practicing man who is daily involved in the design or construction of buildings that the Committee requires.” – Organizing Document, March 23, 1966

· “Executive directors, etc. not allowed.” – Guidelines for the Procedure of the Committee, Revised April 1, 1977

· It was suggested that since the industry has evolved in the 40 years since this language was written, the original recommendations and guidelines need to be reviewed and updated to better reflect current realities. 

NEW BUSINESS

· Ron Rasley announced he is leaving Curtin & Rasley and joining D.H. Blattner & Sons, Inc.  He has been in discussion with Dave Semerad re: his continued participation in CICC as an AGC representative. 
· Tim Worke, AGC staff, reviewed the changes at the Capitol brought about by last fall’s elections – ¼ of the members are new as are all four congressional leaders.
· There are a variety of potential taxes being discussed to aid transportation funding.  See the attached draft of a Senate bill, a chart showing which forms of funding transportation committee members support, and a graph showing how Minnesota compares to other states in the area of gasoline taxes (40th).
· The House bill will probably be a scaled down version of the Senate’s.
· Transit funding also needs to be addressed.
· It is likely the Governor will veto a transportation funding bill and there will not be enough support from the new members to override a veto. 

· Tom Murphy, lobbyist for AGC, talked about three areas being monitored on behalf of the construction industry: (1) independent contractors – who should be considered an independent contractor and Dept. of Revenue concerns re: whether withholding is being handled properly; (2) prevailing wage issues; and (3) the “best value” concept of procurement, a method which has no firm parameters for awarding projects and is not based solely on the amount of bids.

· Kathy Hahne, AIA lobbyist, reported on several areas of concern to architects and the building industry: (1) AIA’s support of a recent report on the State Designer Selection Board; (2) AIA’s opposition to proposed legislation re: the licensure of interior designers: (3) possible changes to the structure of commercial and industrial property taxes; (4) a proposed renewable energy mandate; and (5) initiatives aimed at curbing global warming and increasing sources for clean energy.
