· Guest speakers on the subject of Eminent Domain were Scott Lander, representing the Minnesota Auto Dealers Association, and Kathy Hahne with Faegre & Benson.

Scott Lander:
· Has been working on the issue for 4 years

· Agrees that cities should have role, but wants property owners to have a review by the courts when eminent domain is utilized

· Proposed bill has gone through a lot of revisions, but his belief is that something will pass

· “Going concern” and “Preponderance of evidence” are key features of the bill

· The battleground is “private for private taking”


Kathy Hahne:
· Agrees that some kind of bill will come out of the session

· Kelo decision is pivotal to this dialogue (recognizes that it was a split decision)

· Public use is pretty broadly defined

· “Just compensation” is a critical issue

· Proposed bill has overly tight definition of “blight”

· Kaye Rakow of NAIOP added:

· NAIOP is not in favor of proposed legislation; they like current law but agree that compensation pieces could be improved

· The bill, as proposed, goes too far

· She distributed a “Guiding Principles” handout
