NEW BUSINESS

· Dan Mehls, Eric Keleny and Karie Johnson (all of Mortenson) presented the Building Information Modeling (BIM) system that has been used at Mortenson since the Disney Concert Hall project in LA.  It involves taking information from the design team and creating 3D, 4D and 5D models of the project as design, scheduling and estimating are incorporated.  The intent of the process is to increase efficiency and cost savings while promoting better communication and coordination between the design team, the general contractor and subcontractors.  Currently, approximately ½ of Mortenson projects are using some part of the system and there are 28 coordinators (engineers, architects and technicians) working on those projects.  Using the process, potential design and construction issues/problems can be discovered and corrected in a virtual atmosphere rather than when they appear on the jobsite.  Mike Hnastchenko (Ellerbe Becket) and Steve Manlove (BWBR) presented the architects’ view of the process and the effects it can have on design as well as the potential liability, software and intellectual property repercussions.   

· Due to a lack of time, there was no discussion of future topics or old business.  Pending administrative matters will be discussed at the June meeting rather than having a speaker.
