Call To Order
Co-chair Mike McGowan called the meeting to order.

The minutes of the April 9, 2008 meeting were emailed previously to the committee.  The minutes were MOVED, SECONDED AND CARRIED.
Treasurer’s Report
The Treasurer’s Report for April was approved as presented. The CICC treasury balance as of 4/30/08 was $6,901.93.   

OLD Business  

· None
NEW BUSINESS

· Wally Neal reported that he is current on reviewing contacts through the Blue Book website.

· In conjunction with sending out a recent press release, Wally updated his distribution list to include emails for contacts (attached).  He requested that committee members review the list and notify him of any changes.
· Rita Rodriguez, a community outreach coordinator with the Metropolitan Council for the Central Corridor Rail project presented current information on the project.
· This rail line will be somewhat different from the Hiawatha Line as the Central Corridor Line is geared toward those who live and work along University Avenue, in downtown Minneapolis, in downtown St. Paul, and at the University of Minnesota as opposed to those living in the outer suburbs and travelling in to the Mall of America, airport, or downtown Minneapolis.
· Once in downtown Minneapolis, the line will blend with the existing Hiawatha Line rail and stations and will eventually connect to the Northstar Line.

· There are 122,000 residents along the new line and it is estimated that 48,000 people will ride the train every day.

· Federal funding of $450 million (or ½ the project estimate) is included in the project’s budget.  The amount and sources of state funding, in addition to funds raised through the transportation bill, are still being determined by the Legislature and Governor.

· The cost for each station on the line is estimated at $5.5 million.

· Federal regulations require the line include:

· Longer, 3-car platforms rather than the 2-car platforms incorporated into the Hiawatha Line
· Median crossings and left turn lanes for vehicle traffic

· Two westbound and two eastbound through traffic lanes

· A major impact of the line is the elimination of on-street parking along University Avenue.  No park-and-ride lots or ramps are being built as part of the current plan.  Residents along the line have expressed concerns about riders parking cars in front of homes and smaller businesses that do not have parking lots are concerned about easy access to their buildings for customers.

· As the line travels through the U of M, it will be at grade on Washington Avenue; however, the final connection points and route are yet to be determined.  The additional cost and time required to revamp planning prohibits a tunnel or removing buses from Washington Avenue, both of which have been proposed.
