Call To Order
Co-chair Bob DeBruin called the meeting to order.

Minutes
The minutes of the April 11, 2007 meeting were emailed previously to the committee.  The minutes were MOVED, SECONDED AND CARRIED.
Treasurer’s Report
The Treasurer’s Report for April was approved as presented. The CICC treasury balance as of 4/30/07 was $2,572.09.   

OLD Business  

· Discussion was held re: ASA’s request to join CICC.  Points of discussion included:

· The majority of ASA members are already represented at CICC through one of the associations already participating.
· If admitted to CICC, the ASA representative should be from a subcontractor, not an affiliate member.

· If not admitted as a member of CICC, ASA would be welcome to request participation in a CICC meeting to discuss a specific issue or subject.  

· Denise will forward a recommendation to voting members that ASA not be admitted as a CICC member but may request attendance to discuss specific issues of mutual interest.

NEW BUSINESS

· Discussions should be held between AIA and AGC re: the addition of committee representatives with specific focus on construction law and insurance.
· Hung Russell, Man on the Moon Productions and Web site consultant, reviewed the current content of the CICC site.
· The software to track the number of hits was removed at some time in the past but will be reinstalled.  Free programs are available and Hung will research other options and costs to determine the best system for information tracking.
· The number of hits will be sent to Wally each month and he will make a quarterly report to the committee.
· Filters need to be installed to limit the amount of spam the site receives.
· Wally will be responsible for responding to any requests for information or comments received via the Feedback page.
· The Resources page, which has been “under construction” since its inception, will be removed.
· Denise will send Hung the Web site addresses for CICC members not currently listed on the Contacts page.
· Hung and Wally will research and write privacy policy language to be added to the site.
· Wally passed out copies of an article from the March 2007 issue of The Construction Specifier entitled “The New AIA A 201: Revised standard alters claim rights and procedure.”  Publication of the revised documents is scheduled for October 2007.  AGC of America has raised objections to some of the proposed revisions.  Joe passed out a copy of those objections and AIA’s responses.
· Joe also reminded the committee of the union-sponsored “best value” bill that was part of the finance bill vetoed by the Governor.  The bill may reappear as a stand alone proposal.
· Due to a lack of time, discussion of Wally’s Report was postponed to June.
· Denise will contact the AIA and AGC lobbyists and request they provide a brief legislative wrap-up presentation at the June meeting.
