Call To Order

The Treasurer’s Report for October was approved as presented. The CICC treasury balance as of 10/31/06 was $3,035.69.   

OLD Business  

· None
NEW BUSINESS

· Nancy Stark (Capital Area Architect & Planning), Dana Badgerow (Commissioner, Dept. of Administration), Linda Kane (architect, Dept. of Administration), and Michael Bjornberg (Hammel, Green & Abrahamson) presented renovation and restoration plans for the Capitol building.
· The project will be overseen by the Capitol Area Architectural and Planning Board, a state agency created by the Legislature in 1967 responsible for the upkeep and integrity of the Capitol building and grounds, state office buildings, and the Capital Area, a 60-block area around the Capitol.  Also involved in the project will be the Capitol Restoration Collaborative, a group made up of architects Hammel, Green & Abrahamson, Schooley  Caldwell Associates (Columbus, OH) and several specialty consultants in the areas of historical research, security, energy, lighting, acoustics, art conservation, and estimating and scheduling.
· The Capitol was designed by Cass Gilbert and opened in 1905; some systems in the building are original and many are 40-years-old or more.
· The budget for the project has not been finalized and presented to the Legislature and Governor, so is not yet public record, but similar projects in other states have ranged from $140 million to $350 million.  It is hoped that funding will be appropriated in the next Budget Bill.  
· Hammel, Green & Abrahamson is the architect and a CM at Risk will be brought in early in the project.
· Over six years (two three-year cycles), the renovation plans call for working on two wings at a time.  The Legislature and other tenants do not want to be moved off-site during construction.  Primary focus areas will be:
· HVAC/Air Filtration
· Communications and Technology
· Safety and Security
· Accessibility
· Moisture
· Meeting and Hearing Rooms
· Inadequate space for current and future needs
· Due to the need to maintain the visual historical aspects of the building and a lack of above-ground land on which to expand, most of the expansion will be through the use of minimal exterior additions, “found space,” and underground construction.
· Plans include creating a large (500-seat) multi-use space under the west steps, clean up and better utilization of the existing underground tunnel, and creating a new public entrance and plaza on the south side.  This will involve moving Aurora Avenue closer to the Mall and building into the hill where Aurora is currently located.
· Joe Weis agreed to present in February about his recent trip to Dubai and their growing construction industry.

· Linda McCracken-Hunt suggested a legislative update by industry lobbyists for the March meeting.
· Wally will research hits re: the Blue Book on the CICC Web site and potential additional recipients of the new Blue Book.
