Call To Order
Co-chair Bob DeBruin called the meeting to order.

The Treasurer’s Report for October was approved as presented. The CICC treasury balance as of 10/31/05 was $1,444.05.

NEW BUSINESS

· Tim Worke, Highway & Transportation Divisions Director for AGC of Minnesota, updated the committee on results of the 2005 legislative session, possible items to be covered in the 2006 session (beginning March 1) and a possible special session.  Key items from the 2005 session included: passage of a bonding bill (a year later than scheduled), procurement alternatives, certification of crane operators, and clarification of the independent contractor classification.  Industry focus in 2006 will again be on a bonding bill (in order to remain on the established bonding bill schedule), the aggregate tax situation in Dakota County, and construction management program funding.  As it gets closer to January 1, the possibility of a special session lessens.   Although in the 2005 session the Governor vetoed a bill that would have resulted in a 10 cent gas increase, he supports a constitutional amendment to dedicate the Motor Vehicle Sales Tax (MVST) to transportation funding.  The amendment will be on ballots in November 2006.  An industry coalition is being formed to heavily promote the amendment, at a cost of approximately $3 million.

· Ron Rasley has reviewed the final version of the Blue Book.  With the exception of a few minor changes he has given Wally, the Book is done.  Two attachment documents still need to be finalized.  The Reverse Auction Bidding paper is being updated by its original author, Dean Thomson.  The PLA paper will be finalized by Ron and Dave Semerad after the Governor issues an Executive Order, probably by the end of this week.  Ron also recommended that the copyright date be 2006.

· Wally Neal presented options for binding the new book.  After discussion, it was agreed to continue using a blue three-ring binder, slightly narrower than the current book.  Rather than a slip page front cover and spine, Wally will investigate prices and quantities for having printing right on the binder and the expense will be reviewed and approved by the Co-Chairs.  Copies of the Book will be given to each committee member, all committee member organizations and interested parties (state admin., Mn/SCU, etc.).  It was also decided to include in the Book not just the names of the sponsoring organizations, but the names of all committee members.

· Tom Sackett’s term as co-chair, representing AGC, will expire the end of the year.  Mike McGowan of Adolfson & Peterson has agreed to succeed Tom.

· Denise will research a speaker from the Met Council for February.
