Call To Order
Co-chair Mike McGowan called the meeting to order.

The Treasurer’s Report for September was approved as presented. The CICC treasury balance as of 9/30/06 was $3,619.21.  In the next few days, the contract for 2007 will be received from Town and Country Club; Denise was given approval to sign.

NEW BUSINESS

· Bob DeBruin expressed concerns about a press release prepared but not yet distributed re: Mike Perkins’ presentation in September.  Bob and Mike Perkins both felt it somewhat misrepresented some of Mike’s remarks and also that it should be held for now pending the outcome of the task force reviewing the procedures of the State Designer Selection Board (SDSB).  An updated release would then be drafted for approval.  After committee discussion, it was agreed that Wally would draft a revised notice, for immediate distribution, that would not include Mike Perkins’ comments but rather focus on the ongoing work of the task force and also incorporating information about the SDSB presented by the October speaker, Heidi Myers of the State Architect’s Office. 
· Based on the above discussion, a motion was made and seconded for the following process re: future press releases.  (1) At the conclusion of each meeting, the committee members in attendance will determine if a press release should be prepared about that month’s meeting.  (2)  If a press release is  drafted, Wally will submit it to the co-chairs and the speaker for final approval.
· Heidi Myers, State Architect, reviewed the Web site for the State Architect’s Office (www.sao.admin.state.mn.us) and the impact of the bonding bill.  
· There are 5,000 buildings in the state system and the State Architect’s Office (SAO) is continually working to streamline processes and utilize outside resources.
· The SAO Web site includes the department’s procedures and forms, the designer procedures manual, and the master consultant roster as well as information about the State Designer Selection Board and the Statewide Facilities Management Group (a group of state agencies, which includes the SAO).
· The master roster is used by agencies in determining designers and engineers for specific projects.  The roster contains information on vendors in 34 expertise categories and 10 licensed disciplines.
· The number of projects being reviewed by the State Designer Selection Board varies each year, depending on the amount received under the most recent bonding bill.  There have been 15 projects this year – 11 for MnSCU, 1 for the U of M, and 3 for state departments.
· In the fiscal year from 7/1/05 to 6/30/06, the SAO oversaw 53 construction projects (approx. one-half in the metro area).
· Under the last bonding bill, the SAO received $163 million, which will be supplemented with federal money, donations (especially to projects at the Capitol), and money from individual agencies responsible for financing their own repair and replacement projects.
