Call To Order

Minutes

A draft invitation was reviewed and modified.  The invitation and a map to Midland Hills will be emailed to each organization’s office in a PDF format and the organizations will be responsible for emailing the invitation to the appropriate members.  

· Dave Semerad presented a brief update of AGC’s partnership with iSqFt for an electronic plan room.  He also distributed a copy of a recent article from the Crookston Daily Times regarding the continuing need for a bonding bill, and outlined the recent extension (until May 31, 2005) of federal transportation funding pending the passage of TEA-21.

· The status of Procurement Reform was discussed.  The Construction Law Section of the Minnesota Bar Association is very divided on the issue, which could adversely impact the legislature.  Ron Rasley is a member of the Section and will try to get additional information.  The Corps of Engineers’ recent study of Reverse Auction Bidding reaffirmed that RAB should not be used for construction services.  Dave Semerad will email the study findings to the committee.  It was suggested that another meeting be held with Governor Pawlenty, possibly sometime in November, to reinforce the industries’ views.  It was announced today that Dana Badgerow has been appointed the Commissioner of Administration; the second time she has held that position.  

· The process of updating the Blue Book continues. Please email draft revisions of your section to the committee for review prior to the November meeting.  The committee will discuss the revisions in November, in preparation for an initial draft.  Dean McCarty will work with Wally Neal to incorporate all final changes and Ron Rasley will review language from a legal/liability standpoint.
