Call To Order
Co-chair Rosemary McMonigal called the meeting to order.

Minutes
The minutes of the August 13, 2008 meeting were emailed previously to the committee.  The minutes were MOVED, SECONDED AND CARRIED.
Treasurer’s Report
The Treasurer’s Report for August was approved as presented. The CICC treasury balance as of 8/31/08 was $5,873.11.   

OLD Business  

· Denise informed the committee that Mike McGowan has been transferred to A&P’s new North Carolina office.  Dave Semerad will be looking for a committee replacement for Mike.  Mike’s term as co-chair would have been up the end of 2008, so a new AGC co-chair will also need to be appointed.
· The committee was reminded that the October meeting will begin at 11:00 am in order to give the presenters sufficient time.  Committee members will be polled a few days before the meeting re: their attendance and any guests they will be bringing so an accurate head count can be obtained.

· The November meeting date conflicts with the AIA Minnesota convention.  The meeting will either be cancelled or relocated to the Convention Center; more to follow.

· The May 2009 meeting has been moved to Midland Hills Country Club, usual start time.

NEW BUSINESS

· Gary Warren, Director of Airport Development for the Metropolitan Airports Commission, presented a history of the airport and an update on current and future plans.
· The MAC is responsible for six regional airports around the Twin Cities,in addition to MSP.  

· The airport currently occupies 3,500 acres.  It ranks 12th in operations (number of landings and take offs) and 14th in the number of passengers serviced among North American airports.

· The “2010 Plan” called for continued expansion at the current site, the addition of light rail service, additional parking, expanded deicing capabilities, more gates, and improvements to the Humphrey Terminal, all of which have been accomplished.  

· Sound insulation programs for single and multi-family housing located around the airport has been conducted in phases and is scheduled to conclude by December 2009.

· 2,700 more parking spaces will be available at the Humphrey Terminal in early October.

· The MAC receives income from parking fees, concessions located in the airport, landing fees, ramp fees, passenger facility fees, and a limited amount of state and federal aid.  For the first time in 30 years, expenses have been greater than income.  This is partially due to a decrease in parking revenue, probably due to increased use of the light rail rather than long-term parking.  Parking rates may have to be increased to help offset lowered usage.
· The capital improvement program was budgeted at $120 million in 2008 and proposed budgets for the next three years call for $100 million per year.  The 2009 budget includes funds for runway reconstruction of the north parallel runway in addition to projects at some of the regional airports.

· The “2020 Vision” calls for expansion of the G concourse and a new H concourse, more parking (as needed), and possibly an on-site hotel.

· Nothing is definitely known yet about the impact a Northwest/Delta merger will have on the airport.  One possibility is that both the Lindbergh and Humphrey Terminals may not continue to be used if all operations can be conducted from only one.
