Call To Order
Co-chair Tom Sackett called the meeting to order.

Minutes
The minutes of the July 13, 2005 meeting were emailed previously to the committee.  The minutes were MOVED, SECONDED AND CARRIED.
Treasurer’s Report
The Treasurer’s Reports for July and August were approved as presented. The CICC treasury balance as of 8/31/05 was $3,431.82.

Denise presented a suggestion from Hung Russell, the webmaster, that we decrease our annual expense for web hosting (currently $107.40/year) by pre-paying for one year at $51.50/year or two years at $93.75/year.  A motion was made, seconded and carried to authorize Hung to proceed with the two-year option.  Denise will contact him. 

OLD Business  

Discussion of revisions and finalization of the Blue Book continued. 
· Table of Contents, Introduction and Appendix 1 – Once missing websites are added to the organization descriptions in the Introduction, these are complete.  (Joe volunteered to contact BOMA about having a BOMA representative attend future CICC meetings.)
· Chapter 1 – Complete.
· Chapter 2 – Complete. 
· Chapter 3 – There are minor questions about 3.7; Wally and Brad will work with Cliff to clarify and then chapter will be complete.
· Chapter 4 – Complete.
· Chapter 5 – Tom Sackett distributed an email he received from Jerry Bartho, Willis of Minnesota, in answer to some of the insurance questions.  Tom will prepare final text based on Jerry’s comments and chapter will be complete.
· Chapter 6 – Complete. 
· Chapter 7 – Will include most common AIA forms and possibly some AGC forms.  Forms available through other resources will be referenced.  Tom Sackett will prepare.
· Chapter 8 – Will include CICC’s two Special Reports: Reverse Auction Bidding and Project Labor Agreements – Dave Semerad to review.
· Appendix II – Ken Stone will contact Beverly at AIA to request the current synopses of AIA documents and obtain permission to use.
· Outstanding information is due to Wally and Brad by the end of September.
· Ron Rasley will review the final product and make a brief report at the November meeting of any recommended final changes/corrections.

NEW BUSINESS

· There was discussion about charging for hard copies of the revised Blue Book.  Wally will investigate copying and binding methods and prices for sale copies and report his findings at the November meeting.  A decision will then be made re: how to proceed with hard copies and how much to charge.  The master of the book will be maintained at the AGC office.

· Wally will prepare and distribute a news release about the revised Book and each organization will be responsible for publishing information about the availability of the new Book in their member communications.

· Ken Stone raised the question of having a CICC booth at this year’s AIA convention in mid-November.  A motion was made and seconded to have a booth.  After discussion, the motion was defeated.  The consensus was that it’s difficult to get the booth staffed and there isn’t enough interest shown by attendees to make it worthwhile; not enough potential for selling copies of the Book.

· Tom Sackett has made arrangements for a speaker from the City of Minneapolis for the October meeting.  Denise will check with Tim Worke of AGC about briefly updating the committee in November on the status of transportation funding and a special session.  The December meeting will be the annual holiday lunch.

· Ron Rasley suggested as a topic for a meeting early next year the recent and possible future changes within the unions.  Tom Sackett will make some inquiries.
